Longton Victory Memorial Recreation Ground

Rules for the Administration of the Ground by the Trustee

1.     TITLE

The Recreation Ground shall be called the ‘Longton Victory Memorial Recreation Ground’, hereinafter called ‘The Ground’.

2.     AIMS AND OBJECTS

The aims and objects of the Ground are to afford the inhabitants of Longton and district, who shall be admitted as members, opportunity for social, moral, physical and intellectual improvement, through the medium of games, sport or entertainment, without distinction of sex, race, or any political or religious persuasion.

3.     MANAGEMENT

The Ground shall be administered and managed by the Trustee. The Chairman of the Parish Council shall be the Chairman of the Trustee.

             a)   Persons joining any section shall be required to pay an annual subscription as determined by that Section
b) Each section shall annually submit to the Trustee an audited Statement of Accounts and an Annual Report.

c) Each section shall pay an annual Licence Fee from its funds which shall be determined by the Trustee (Trust Deed dated 5 August 1921 Clause 4 (d) of the second schedule) – the Licence Fee shall be normally increased each year by the rate of inflation (RPI)
d) The Trustee shall annually prepare a Statement of Account, such statement to be available at the Annual Parish Meeting.

e) Only the Trustee may refuse or expel from membership a person or persons eligible for membership but who may be deemed by any section to be not fit and proper persons to be members. If, in the best interests of any section, it is proposed to refuse or expel from membership any eligible person or persons, the full facts must be reported to the Trustee, who, in conjunction with that section, will make and communicate the final decision.

· The process shall be that the section wishing to expel a member will put in writing full details of the reasons for expulsion to the Trustee.

· The Trustee will write to the person being considered for expulsion and advise that person of the reasons why expulsion is being considered and give that person the opportunity to respond to the expulsion proposal either in writing or by personal appearance before the Trustee or such Committee appointed to deal with the issue.
· The Trustee either directly or as a result of any recommendation of a Committee appointed to deal with the issue shall then pronounce its decision accordingly.

· The Trustee shall advise both the section concerned and the person being considered for expulsion of that decision in writing.

f) The Trustee shall permit, in consultation with any section concerned, the Ground or premises thereon to be used for sports, tournaments, entertainments, meetings, social gatherings and charitable functions, upon such terms as may be deemed to be necessary.

g) There shall be no sub-letting or change of use without prior written permission of the Trustee, and any such usage must be within the spirit of the trust deed.

4.     AMENDMENT OF RULES

The Trustee has power to alter, amend, suspend or declare void any part of, or whole of, the rules.

5.     DELEGATION OF POWERS

The Trustee may, from time to time, appoint its members, or members of any section, to such committees as may be deemed necessary or expedient, and may delegate or refer to them such powers as the Trustee may determine.

6.     MEMBERSHIP

· Only persons resident in the civil Parishes of Longton, Little Hoole, Much Hoole and Hutton are eligible for full membership with voting rights and are defined as Class A members.

· Persons not resident in the civil parishes of Longton, Little Hoole, Much Hoole and Hutton are eligible for restricted membership without voting rights and are defined as Class B members.
· No person shall be eligible to use the facilities of any or all of the sections until the annual subscription of that section is been paid.     

· A member changing his/her address shall notify such change to the section Secretary as soon as possible.

7.
MAINTENANCE AND/OR IMPROVEMENT OF THE TRUST LAND

Alterations, improvement and/or addition to any or all of the Trust land and premises thereon must be notified to and have the prior approval of the Trustee. The Trustee reserves the right to refuse.

8.
INTOXICATING LIQUORS
No intoxicating liquors of any kind shall be sold, supplied or consumed on the Ground except by the written authority of the Trustee. Permission of the Trustee must be obtained before application is made for an intoxicating liquor licence.

9.
GAMING AND LOTTERIES

Gaming and Lotteries will be permitted provided there is compliance with all legal requirements.

10.
DAMAGE TO PROPERTY

Any person causing willful damage to the Ground, buildings or any other property thereon shall be liable to prosecution.

11.
PARKING

The parking of vehicles and/or trailers shall be restricted to the car park and overflow car park which have been provided.
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
